	PURPOSE OF JOB:

To provide a complementary service to both teaching & support staff within the area, addressing the needs of young people who need help to overcome barriers to learning both inside and outside of the classroom in order to achieve their potential.  Learners will usually present with diverse mental health issues, social and/or emotional difficulties and may have lower levels of academic ability.



	MAIN RESPONSIBILITIES AND DUTIES:

1. To aid the Mental Health SEN Specialist to complete baseline profiles for learners with mental health issues.

2.  proactively mentor and buddy specific learners.
3. To take responsibility for following up non-attendance for individuals when referred.
4. To organise the implementation of planned support strategies in order to meet targets as defined by the Head of Learner Support.
5. To promote the inclusion of all young people into an educational environment.

6. To keep appropriate records of the work undertaken and provide reports. 
7. To attend meetings of appropriate groups at the request of course teams and the Head of Learner 
Support.
8. To take responsibility with course tutors for the identification and support of at risk learners. 
9. To have knowledge and appreciation of the range of activities, courses, opportunities, organisations and individuals that could be drawn upon or signposted to as additional resources to work with young people. 
10. To contribute to the welfare and protection of young people utilising Every Student Matters Assessment Framework.
11. To promote the speedy and effective transfer of information on identified learners between College and other agencies as appropriate. 
12. To develop links with relevant agencies.
13. Undertake such duties as may be required, commensurate with the grade and nature of the post.

14. The post holder will be expected to comply with any rules and regulations which the Corporation may from time to time issue to ensure the efficient operation of its business and the welfare and interests of its students and employees.

15. To actively promote and embed equality and diversity within the College

16. To actively contribute to the College’s safeguarding children and vulnerable adult agenda.

The post-holder may therefore, at the discretion of management, be required to undertake training and development appropriate to present and future needs of the College.

All staff will be required to participate in an annual staff development review and appraisal.




	SOCIAL CONDITIONS

Probationary Period

If the post holder is a new employee to the College, the first 9 months of employment will be a probationary period, during which the suitability of the post holder for the position will be assessed.
