Elements of Study
Your programme consists of the following elements:

* Study of your chosen vocational subject, preparing
you for progression to the T Level

* Employability skills, such as punctuality, attendance,
communication and team work

*  Work experience, giving you a taste of working life in
your chosen sector
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* English or maths, continued until the achievement
of GCSE grade 4 or equivalent

Work Experience

Work experience is a key element of this programme,
enabling you to develop the skills to successfully
complete the T Level Industry Placement, and for future
workplace readiness.

The course will consist of a 90 hour placement which
leads to a 315 hour placement for the following year.
Successful placements often lead to employment.

You’ll be prepared for your work experience in advance
with talks and pre-visits, ensuring you get the most out
of your experience.

You’ll also be supported to develop your employability
skills - problem solving, interview skills, CV writing and
more - as part of the programme.

Professional Development & Support

Working with your Tutors, Careers Coaches and Learning
Development Mentor, this element of the programme
will be tailored to your individual needs, supporting
your progression to T Level. You’ll receive individual
mentoring and personal development tutoring,
including:

* Activities to develop confidence and resilience
* Group work to develop communication skills
* Tutorials and seminars, including careers education

* Study skills, with opportunities to develop reading,
writing, referencing and interpretation

* Life skills.
